Guidelines for Submission

The 2009 Conference Planning Committee invites proposals for workshops, papers, and roundtable discussions that address the eight content areas required by EPAS and other standards related to generalist practice (practice, policy, HBSE, research, field, social work values and ethics, diversity, populations-at-risk and social and economic justice). We are interested in proposals that are particularly applicable to themes of Arizona…immigration, migration and growth, Native Americans, and older adults.  And also this year, what better place to plan for our future than in Phoenix…we will offer special sessions for Ph.D. students, our future educators, to help them pursue careers in baccalaureate education…so papers on educating our future educators are also encouraged!  

 All proposals should connect to the theme of the conference. We want creative and innovative ideas that have the potential of transforming and strengthening social work education.
You can submit proposals in the following formats:

· Workshop:   an experiential learning exercise or application of a theory or conceptual framework (45 minutes)
· Paper**:  a presentation of conceptual framework or a theoretical model (45 minutes)

· Clear and logical presentation of ideas

· Sufficient presentation of information on the topic
